Ľudovít Štúr (1815-1856), a teacher, linguist, 
politician, journalist, writer, poet, philosopher, 
visionary, leader of the first national uprising. 
He is the author of the final codification of the 
Slovak standard language and the most impor-
tant person in Slovak national history. 

Come to know the story of his short but 
fruitful life. 

The very place, where he died in consequence 
of a tragic accident in Modra. In the museum 
you can see furniture, screens, writings and 
photos from the first half of the 19th century.

Fascinating works of this great ceramic art-
ist, reflecting old popular traditions of Slova-
kia, are introduced on three floors of the ro-
tund bastion from the beginning of the 17th 
century.
